 I’m using an article from Dave and Edna. They had an article about riding in the 

rain.  As everyone knows, the Wing Ding in Knoxville had its share of rain. As Dave 

said, let's talk about "Riding in the Rain".  These are their words not mine. If we wait for 

a 100% clear day in the summer in East Tennessee, we would never ride. The difference 

of riding on wet pavement and dry pavement is speed. On dry pavement, the speed is 

the posted speed limit. This is the safest speed.  On wet pavement it is different. At a 

speed above 60 miles per hour, the tires can hydroplane off the pavement and you could 

or would lose control of your bike. If you are riding with cruise on, the rear tire can spin 

out at 55 miles per hour. A good rule of thumb would be to ride with the cruise OFF. 

Slow down to 60 miles per hour on the interstate, use the right lane if your speed is 10 

miles per hour less than posted. The use of blinkers will provide more visibility in the 

rear. Avoid heavy braking, and fast starts, so that you will get to where you are going... 

BE SAFE!!  We all want to be on the road having a good time riding.....

2. If a group visits a National Historic Landmark, then everyone but the photographer 

should be in the picture. This allows for the fact that someone else may not be available 

to take the picture for you. 

 

3. The winner will be selected on a points system. Points will be awarded to each 

couple/bike visiting the National Historic Landmark as follows: 

 1 point to each couple/bike for each National Historic Landmarks visited. 

 2 points to each couple/bike if there are 4 or more couples/bikes in the group. 

 2 points to each couple/bike if the National Historic Landmark is > 250 miles 

from the Chapter Meeting Location. 

 3 points to each couple/bike if the National Historic Landmark is > 500 miles 

from the Chapter Meeting Location. 

 4 points to each couple/bike if the National Historic Landmark is > 1000 miles 

from the Chapter Meeting Location. 

 5 points to each couple/bike that visits all 29 in Tennessee. 

4. All distance calculations will be made using Mapquest and calculated from the Chapter 

meeting location (Fort Sanders Medical Center, Lenoir City) to each National Historic 

Landmark.  

5. Points will be calculated by the contest committee (CD, ACD, COY, & Ride 

Coordinator). 

6. The DEADLINE FOR THE CONTEST IS NOVEMBER 8, 2011 (Chapter 

Gathering/Meeting).  

7. Any questions/concerns should be addressed to the Chapter Ride Coordinator. If he can’t 

get them addressed, he will discuss them with the Contest Committee. The decision of the 

Contest Committee is final. 

8.  Prizes will be awarded at the Christmas Party in December 2011. 

 

9. REMEMBER, the goal of this Contest is to get Chapter members out & riding the 

beautiful roads of Country! Let’s make this one of the biggest and best Contest rides we
