We missed the color ride since we were still on vacation, but we 

did make it to the dinner ride at Angelo’s Brick Oven.  We had a 

great turnout and I think everyone was able to get their tummies full on this one.  

If they didn’t, it is their fault because there was plenty of salad and pizza for 

everyone to have as much as they wanted and more.   

We promised last month to continue telling about our trip, so this is installment 

#2.  We ended last month at Window Rock, NM.  The temps were in the low 30s, 

so we decided to head south. We had noticed another Goldwing in the parking 

lot that evening when we checked in, and we met the owners the next morning at 

breakfast (a very nice couple named Scott and Jeannie Morse).  They were 

headed south to their home in Prescott, Arizona, and invited us to follow them on 

a scenic route that would take us toward the general direction we had planned. 

They took us through places such as Jerome (it has a reputation for being the 

meanest town in Arizona in its heyday, and the road through it reminded us of 

the Dragon, only it had a lot more curves and switchbacks), and Sedona (where 

we ate lunch).  We rode through the Oak Creek Canyon, a beautiful place outside 

of Sedona.  Pam found her another set of earrings, by the way! (Again, is there a 

pattern here? Poor Larry has bought nothing yet!  Sob, sob)   We also stopped at 

the Hubbell Trading Post, a National Historical Site, where the Navajo Indians 

traded with the white men.

They had a very nice home and 

wanted us to spend the night there before we continued on our trip, but we 

declined and stayed at a local motel.   

We left Prescott and headed toward J&M 
Electronics in Tucson where, lo and behold, they 
had a picture on their wall of Holly Warlick and 
Nikki Caldwell on their bikes, taken when they 
visited there in 2007 during their Cruisin for a 
Cause ride.  After a short visit, we headed east 
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toward New Mexico where we spent the night in Lordsburg, NM.  We picked up a 
brochure about the Gila Mountain Cliff Dwellers and decided we could not pass 
up the opportunity to do a little cliff climbing.  What we did not realize was that 
the road was 42 miles in and 42 miles out, with no other way in or out.  The road 
was narrow, crooked, and had loose gravel the whole distance.  Again, the 
Dragon is no comparison.  The ranger told us that the hike to the dwellings is a 
mile total in and out.  What she failed to tell us it that most of the trail is a zigzag 
of steps, both going in and going out.  We crawled around in the cliffs and 
learned that they were not very tall people back in their day.  That means that 
all the rooms were small and the ceilings would have been very low.  (Not a 
comfy place for Larry!)  We met a young guide there who attends Middle Tn 
State, working his summers as a part of the National Park Service cooperative 
program.  After 42 miles back out the same way we came in, we ended up at Las 
Cruces, NM, for the night. 
 

The next morning we traveled to 

Carlsbad Caverns.  At this point, I had to lift 

Pam’s right leg for her on and off the bike 

because she had pulled a muscle climbing 

around in the cliff dwellings.  Needless to 

say, she had a tough time on the trail in 

Carlsbad Caverns.  If you have never been 

to Carlsbad Caverns, you really need to put 

this on your bucket list.  It is such a 

beautiful example of nature at it’s best.  The 

colors and formations are just unimaginable and hard to describe.  Plan to spend 

several hours there. 

 
  We left Carlsbad and continued east 
where we spent the night in Hobbs, NM.  I 
had been salivating for some of that famous 
Texas barbecue so I posted on the 
GL1800Riders.com forum asking for 
suggestions for the best barbecue places in 
Texas.  Within about 15 minutes, I already 
had 10 to 15 responses.  I made a list that 
contained probably 15 or so 
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recommendations, so we decided we would eat our way across Texas, hitting all 
the barbecue spots that we could.  From Hobbs we rode to Brady, Texas, where 
we ate at the Hard Eight.  All the meat is cooked over an open pit.  You can get a 
sampler of all the meats they offer or whatever cut you would like, and it is sold 
by the pound.  It was served on brown paper with open loaves of sliced bread to 
grab a slice, all on a community table. 

                  
 
We spent that night in Buda, Texas, and from there went to the Alamo in San 

Antonio.  A big percentage of all who served at the Alamo was from Tennessee 

and was among those memorialized at the Alamo.  To our surprise, a group of 

National Guards was there, but we did not realize they were there for a purpose.  

While we were inside the Alamo, we heard a loud commotion outside.  What we 

found was a Wall Street protest in progress.  We did not stick around much after 

that, as apparently they were expecting some trouble.  (AND we wanted some 

more barbecue!).  From the Alamo, we headed toward Lockhart, Texas.  Little did 

we know, but there were FOUR barbecue places in Lockhart!  As luck would 

have it, we found a fellow Goldwing rider who guided us to Smitty’s Barbecue.  It 

is another open pit with everything served on brown paper, again at a 

community table.  Again, we ordered by the pound.  We were so sorry that we 

could not work all of the recommended barbecue places in, but there just was not 

enough distance between each city and the time we had last eaten.  We ended  
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up at Corsicana, Texas for the night. From there, we just wound our way home 

through Brownsville, Tennessee, the next night and on into home the next day.
