We have just completed Summer & Fall, and a beautiful color riding season. Now, we are entering Winter
riding; this can be a good riding adventure; no electrical storms, no sudden rain showers, maybe some snow
showers, with an unlimited view as far as your eyes can see. This is a time to dress warmly, with layers of
clothing and warm gloves with insulated liners for extreme cold. If we ride in temperatures less than fifty
degrees, we need to dress to prevent chills and hyperthermia; another caution is ice on the pavement, and
don't forget the deer at the edge of the road. They can be riding with you before you realize you are there,
ask Dennis and Tracy about that. | suggest that we stay away from the edge of the woods as far

as possible, which gives an extra ten feet to see the deer coming and maybe have time to swerve and miss
it; but if it is stopped directly in front of you, apply maximum breaking to slow as much as possible before
impact, for it may jump out of your path.

| took a short ride January 1st, leaving the house at about 1:30 p.m. It was thirty-two degrees with a ten
mile per hour wind from the North. | was dressed for it and it was a nice ride lasting one and one-half
hours.

We are having a Medic First Aid this Saturday, January 9th, before the meeting. We will be having at least
two more classes in February, as we can only have twelve participants in each class. We have several who
still need these courses in order to protect and take care of our family and friends in case of emergency.
This will also keep all our Rider Education levels current. New Rider Education classes will begin in March
and we will soon have the schedule for these classes.

It has been an honor to serve as Chapter Educators under Curtis and Kathy with their help and
encouragement they have given us the last two years. We are looking forward to serving with Rob and
Trudy during their tenure as Chapter Directors and serving Chapter M providing all the information and
arrangement for Medic First Aid and Rider Education classes keeping Chapter M as Number 1 in GWRRA.

Chapter ‘M’ Fundraising

Two articles in the same month again, yeah | know what you’re all saying, what he going to ramble
about this time? Well this one is a subject that has been discussed quite a bit lately, especially on the
National & District level. We as Chapter Directors talked about it at the Ops meeting in November, and if
you read Decembers District Newsletter, you saw it mentioned in two separate articles. So let’s discuss
fundraising at our Chapter level.

Last month Trudy & | held our first staff meeting with the new staff, and one of the big discussion
points was fundraising. Some points | mentioned to the staff, and now would like to mention to the entire
Chapter:

e We made ~$3200.00 last year in the golf tournament to give to St. Jude, and it appears to be
growing.

e Last Year at the Auction/Fun Day in August we had 8 people from other Chapters, and all 8
were from Chapter B. They only decided to attend at the last minute due to Henry & Ruby going
to their monthly meeting a few days before our event and basically begging them to come.

 We never planned to hold both the tournament & auction that first year of the golf tournament,
we only decided to run our fun day when the golf tournament looked as if it might bomb. The
golf tournament actually succeeded that first year as well.

 The individual that has performed the auction for the last 8 years has decided to retire his
auctioning hat.

e Finally, both National GWRRA & the District have let all Chapters know that GWRRA stands for
“Friends for Fun, Safety, & Knowledge”. National feels that many in GWRRA have gotten away
from the reason for GWRRA. Ken let us know at the Ops meeting that there is nothing wrong
with raising money for Charities, but it should not be the sole reason for Chapter gatherings
and functions.

I would like to go further into the last point made above, and quote the December District newsletter,
specifically the article written by David & Kathy Orr.

First of all, how much time and commitment is being asked of our members to raise
money or goods for a charitable organization? Remember our motto, “Friends for Fun, Safety
and Knowledge.”There is no mention of fundraising in our motto: it is a motto that describes
what the association stands for. Members usually join GWRRA to find friends to ride their
motorcycles with and to have FUN. In a lot of instances, fundraising is real work, and since it
is for a good cause, some members are hesitant to object or ever say anything. They don’t want
to be branded as unloving or uncaring for those less fortunate.

They go on to say:

The number one complaint from the members is that they are constantly being
bombarded to give money or work for some charitable organization. Increasingly more
members are telling GWRRA Customer Service that they feel as if every event they attend,
whether it is a monthly gathering, a rally, or even in some cases a ride, they are asked for
money. GWRRA is not a fundraising arm for any charitable organization and neither does
GWRRA receive their tax exempt status due to raising money for any organization.
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Why have | taken the effort to quote this article? Well as the Assistant Chapter Directors for the last
two years, | did hear a lot of those types of comments or shall | say complaints about all the effort that we
spent fundraising. | too understand that the money we raise for St. Jude or the Pediatric Brain Tumor
foundationis 1 # important and needed! But | also understand that it gets to a point in that people
feel the only reason we get together is to raise money for a Charity.

I realize | walk a fine line here, maybe even a tight rope! Several members in our Chapter would
say we don’t spend enough time or effort raising money for Charities. They might even say we could spend
100% or our time/efforts raising money and still have fun. Others might & have said we spend way too
much time/effort, and wish that we as a Chapter would get back to just riding more and having fun
together. As a new Chapter Director, | must get my guidance from the District Director, & our previous
Chapter Directors. They all tell me that | should get input from our Chapter members, and try to make
decisions based on what is best for the entire Chapter.

I know what you are saying, when is he going to stop rambling and make some type of point? Well
the point | want to make after saying all of this, is that Chapter ‘M’ will hold one fundraiser this year. We
will hold our third annual Golf Tournament to raise money for St. Jude, on May 28, 2010. We will also
support other Chapters events, such as Chili Cook-off & Spaghetti Supper, but our overall emphasis will be
to ride together as a Chapter and have FUN together. Please join with me to support those events we hold or
attend that raise money for Charities, but understand that fundraising will not be our Chapters main goal.
